Pursuant to due call and notice there of the Southside Township Board of Supervisors met on Thursday May 6, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at Southside Town hall, Wright County.  The following members were present:  Chairman Marty Ferguson, Supervisor Maynard Nilson and Phyllis Latour and Clerk/Treas Carmen Merrill.  Also present:  Rory Norgren, Jim Kiecker, Jeremy Kaskinen, Kevin Gannon, Jesse Quiner, and Curt Quiner.
Chairman Ferguson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Supv Nilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 6, 2010 regular meeting.  Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The Board reviewed the list of properties for clean up.  Letters will be sent for 2nd notice and two properties will be turned over to the County for prosecution.

Supv Latour reported Wayne Fingalson, Wright County Engineer, contacted her about the light at the intersection of 90th ST. NW and Nevens Ave. NW.  He stated the traffic did not get enough traffic to qualify for the lighted intersection.  He will do a new traffic count this summer to see if the black top increased traffic.  If it still does not meet the level needed for lights by the county, the township could install and pay for lights ourselves.  

Kevin Gannon of Hard Drives was present to request a conditional use permit for the Granite City Aggregate gravel pit located along 90th St NW.  The CUP is for a temporary asphalt plant for the 2010 season.  Hard Drives has the Wright County job for overlays on several county roads.  The plant would be operated as it has the past two years.  Supv Latour stated she is very pleased with the way the pit is operated and maintained. Chairman Ferguson asked Kevin could remind drivers to stay off of Nevens Ave NW.  Kevin stated he will place a sign reminding drivers but there are no guarantees.  He will try to keep the loaded trucks off of Nevens Ave.  The Township has not received any complaints.  Supv Nilson made a motion to approve the CUP for a temporary asphalt plant for the 2010 season at the Granit City Aggregate gravel pit located along 90th St NW.   Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Jim Kiecker and Rory Norgren were present to request a variance to build a 22’x33’ addition to an existing cabin at 14215 68th St NW.  The lot is undersized at 11,507 sq ft.  The existing cabin is 68’ from the OHW.  The proposed addition is 668 sq. ft.  Total lot coverage will stay under 15%.  The Board was concerned with the addition being 12.2’ from the side lot line.  They felt the addition could be made to fit the 15’ side lot line requirement.  The addition is 68’ for the OHW which is the same as the existing cabin.  Supv Nilson made a motion to approve the 668 sq ft addition, 68’ from the OHW, but must meet the 15’ side lot line requirement by moving the square footage from the southerly side of building to the easterly side of building.  Total lot coverage must stay under 15%.  Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
