Pursuant to due call and notice there of the Southside Township Board of Supervisors met on Tuesday, April 6, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at Southside Town hall, Wright County Minnesota. The following members were present:  Chairman E. Marty Ferguson, Supervisor Phyllis Latour & Maynard Nilson and Clerk/Treasurer Carmen Merrill.  Also present: Larry Fitzgerald, Wayne Jacobson, Rodney Carlson, Jeremy Kaskinen & Lonnie Hendricks.

Board Chairman Marty Ferguson led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Supv Latour made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 4, 2010 regular meeting.  Supv Nilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bids for the 2010 Dust Control were opened.  
Dustcoating Inc. bid the following:

18’wide x 1 mile
$2,280.96

12’wide x 1 mile
$1,520.64

18’ wide x 1 foot

The price is based on  a .3 gallons per square yard application rate using magnesium chloride.

Ferrellgas bid the following:

The bid is to spray a 32% Magnesium Chloride solution at a rate of .3/sq.yd. on all township roads specified.

Supv Nilson stated he does like to use the dust control on our township roads but stated at some point we’ll have to determine the environmental impact it is having on the water.  Chairman Ferguson stated this is also a consideration when using salt for the roads during the winter months.

Supv Nilson made a motion to approve the bid from Dustcoating Inc for 2010 dust control on township roads.  Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Larry Fitzgerald of 16190 109th St NW, South Haven was present to discuss the clean up of the property.  Supv Latour presented pictures of the property she had taken that morning to the Board.  She was very pleased with the property and felt it was a big improvement.  Clerk Merrill was directed to contact Wright County Attorney to inform them the property was satisfactory.

Wayne Jacobson of 6755 Redwood Ave NW, Union Lake was present to request a variance to build a 208 sq ft four-season porch addition over a new tuck-under garaged and a new 416 sq ft deck onto the existing structure that is in the bluff, 74’ from the OHW mark of lake and 92.5’ from the centerline of County Road 2.  Dwelling is 87’ from the ordinary high-water mark at the closest point.  Proposed addition will put impervious coverage at 25.8%.  Wayne stated at the time he build the home 10 years ago no mention of a bluff was made.  He planned to add the 13’x32’ deck at a later date.  The four season porch will be used as a home office by his wife.  It was when he went in for the permit that he was informed he built on a bluff.  The back edge of his home is on the bluff line.  However, when building his home he removed the top portion of the bluff.  The slope drops 8’ over 30’ so is really not the top of the bluff any longer.  Supv Latour stated she could not approve a variance for addition built on bluff and over impervious coverage.  Supv Nilson stated the top of the bluff line is questionable since the home is actually built at very top according to survey yet it is no longer the steep portion of the bluff due to the soil that was removed during the building of the home.  Wayne stated he was willing to drop the size of the deck in order to meet the impervious coverage amount.  Or he could buy land from either of his neighbors to make the limit.  Chairman Ferguson stated it would be best to drop the size of decks since the purchase of land would require additional variances due to lot line adjustments.  The Board concluded they could not make a decision with out an on site visit.  They will inform the County Planning & Zoning that they feel this requires an on site visit prior to the April 16th hearing and are willing to meet with Barry or someone from Planning & Zoning at the site.  
Supv Nilson made a motion to approve a $500 donation to Annandale Youth First that was approved for the 2010 budget.  Supv Ferguson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Rodney Carlson was present to discuss hauling in crushed concrete to his home located on County Road 38.  The crushed concrete is available from Knife River.  He would use it to provide a base for a floating slab to place a shed.  He is unsure of how much fill he would haul in and may need a land alteration permit if it is over 500 yards. The Board suggested he get a survey to determine the yards needed and return for a permit at that time.
Wright County Township officers association meeting is Thursday, April 8th at 7:30 p.m. at the Wright County Law Enforcement center.

The Board reviewed the Wright County Sheriff’s 4th quarter report.

Spring road review will be held Friday, April 23 at 8:30 a.m.  Meet at the town hall.

The regular May meeting date was changed to May 6th at 7:00 p.m.

In other business the Board discussed the culvert under Norton Ave.  Chairman Ferguson spoke with residents who had concerns about the culvert being frozen and possible run off.  The culvert has since thawed with no run off problems. The residents were encouraged to attend a meeting to discuss solutions.

The Board signed a document stating no driveway permit was required for lot 3 block 2, 3rd Revision Southside Township.  Clerk Merrill had received a phone call from a party interested in purchasing the lot who had inquired about a driveway permit.

Several signs were damaged with spray paint along Nevens Ave NW last weekend.  Lonnie Hendricks presented the list to Clerk Merrill who will order replacements.
