Pursuant to due call and notice there of the Southside Township Board of Supervisors met in a regular meeting on Tuesday, August 03, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at Southside Town Hall, Wright County.  The following members were present:  Chairman E. Marty Ferguson, Supervisors Maynard Nilson and Phyllis Latour and Clerk/Treasurer Carmen Merrill.  Also present:  Tommy Thompson, Dick Anderson, Jeremy Kaskinen, Terry and Joanne Feltman, Scott Deckert, Paul Otto for Brad Paumen.
Board Chairman Marty Ferguson led the pledge of allegiance.

Supv Nilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2010 regular meeting.  Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The Board reviewed the clean up list.  Several properties remain on the list that require further review.  They will be reviewed on the fall road review.

Scott Deckert of Wright County Planning & Zoning was present to give the Board an update on the Aggregate Resource Area in Monticello Township.  He has had meetings with approximately 1/3 of the property owners in the aggregate resource area to inform them of what owning land in the area means.  He expects to meet with the remaining property owners by November or December.  The ordinance regarding the aggregate resource area have not been written and adopted yet.  The County would like a resolution from Southside Township stating they are in favor of no aggregate mining on land outside of the adopted aggregate resource area.  The Board will review the map of affected land in Southside Township and will act on the request at the September meeting.
Terry & Joanne Feltman, 16629 109th St NW, were present to request the Board to look at 109th St at their driveway.  The road is 1’-1 ½’ lower than their driveway.  There is no ditch so their culvert is filled with gravel that runs off the road during rain.  They cannot drive a car from 109th into their driveway with out bottoming out.  The Board will do an on site visit in the next week or two.  Chairman Ferguson will contact Lonnie Hendricks to set up the meeting.  He will inform the Feltman’s of the date and time of the meeting.

The Board reviewed a letter from the Wright County Weed Management Area that informed the Board the county will reimburse 1005 of herbicide cost to townships for control efforts of wild parsnip.  Jeremy Kaskinen reported there is a patch of wild parsnip growing along 62nd ST NW.  Supv Nilson will contact Brian Sanoski at Wright County to see if their department would spray the parsnip for the township.  Jeremy will investigate the cost and work needed to get licensed for spraying of noxious weeds for the township.  This will be a separate bid for next years maintenance bids.

Local Board of Appeal and Equalization training session will be held at Wright County Courthouse on September 9 from 1-4 p.m.  Supv Latour will check with the Assessor office to see which Board members require the training.

Clerk Merrill informed the Board the 2010 Market Value Credit for Southside Township will be reduced by $15, 560 to $3478.  The Board did not wish to hold a special meeting to levy for the lost credit.
The Board completed the map of township roads for the Township Sign Replacement Program. This will be submitted to the County Highway Department.

Supv Nilson made a motion to set the Election Judge pay at $10/hour.  Supv Latour seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Paul Otto of Otto and Associates was present as a representative of Brad Paumen.  Mr. Paumen requests a lot line adjustment to reconfigure platted Lots 1 thru 4, Bisandeewin Shores into three separate residential building sites (includes existing home on middle lot).  Mr. Paumen had not contacted the township prior to the meeting so the Board would not act on the request.  The County will be notified no action took place.  The Board will review at the September meeting.

In other business, Supv Nilson reported on rocks and shrubs that were placed in the road right of way at 14179 68th St NW.  Clerk Merrill will send a letter requesting their removal.

Supv Latour reported class 5 is needed at the driveway entrance of the Virginia Marohn residence along 62nd St. NW.  The road is lower than the driveway.  Chairman Ferguson will contact Lonnie Hendricks to have the gravel placed.

Clerk Merrill reported the County is sponsoring a major appliance recycling day at the County Compost facility on August 18 from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.  County residents may recycle up to 3 appliances for free.  Proof of residence is required.
